Administrative judiciary in the Code of Civil and
Administrative Procedures

Activity one: translate into Arabic

Article 804: Contrary to the dispositions of Article 803 above, lawsuits must be
filed before the administrative courts in the matters indicated below:

1- In the matter of taxes or fees, before the court within whose jurisdiction the
place where the tax or fee is imposed is located,

2- In the matter of public works, before the court within whose jurisdiction the
place of implementation of the works falls,

3- In the matter of administrative contracts, whatever their nature, before the
court within whose jurisdiction the place of concluding or executing the contract
falls.

4- In the matter of disputes related to employees, state agents, or other persons
working in public administrative institutions, before the court within whose
jurisdiction the place of exercising their function is located,

5- In the matter of medical services, before the court within whose jurisdiction
the place where the services are provided is located,

6- In the matter of supplies, works, or leasing technical or industrial services,
before the court within whose jurisdiction the place of concluding the agreement
or the place of its implementation is located if one of the parties resides there.

7- In the matter of compensation for damage resulting from a felony,
misdemeanor, or negligent act, before the court within whose jurisdiction the
place where the harmful act occurred is located,

8- In the matter of problems in implementing judgments issued by
administrative judicial authorities, before the head of the administrative judicial
authority that issued the judgment subject of the problem, the latter shall
adjudicate in accordance with the procedures stipulated in Articles 631 to 635 of
this law.

Article 805: The administrative court shall be territorially competent to consider
the original demands, specialized in additional, incidental, or counter demands
that fall within the jurisdiction of administrative courts.

The Administrative Court is also competent to consider subsidiary issues that
fall within the jurisdiction of the administrative judicial authority.

Article 808: The adjudication on a conflict of jurisdiction between two
administrative courts affiliated with the jurisdiction of the same Administrative
Court of Appeal shall rest with the President of the latter.

The adjudication in the conflict of jurisdiction between two administrative
courts under the jurisdiction of two administrative courts of appeal shall fall to
the President of the State Council.
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The adjudication on the conflict of jurisdiction between an administrative court
and an administrative court of appeal rests with the President of the Council of
State.

The adjudication in the conflict of jurisdiction between two administrative
courts of appeal or between an administrative court of appeal and the Council of
State shall fall under the jurisdiction of the latter in each of its chambers
combined.

Article 832: The deadlines for appeal are interrupted in the following two cases:
1 - Appeal before a judicial body without jurisdiction,
2- The death of the plaintiff or a change in his eligibility.
The deadlines for appeal are suspended in the following two cases:
1- Demanding legal assistance,
2- Force majeure or sudden accident.
Article 833: The lawsuit filed before the administrative judicial authority does
not stop the implementation of the disputed administrative decision, unless the
law stipulates otherwise.

However, the administrative judicial authority may order, upon the demand of
the party concerned, to suspend the implementation of the administrative
decision.
