Structure of the State Council

Activity one: translate into Arabic

The State Council is considered the highest judicial body in administrative
judiciary, it is a judicial body that evaluates the administrative judicial bodies in
Algeria, It is included in the amended and supplemented Organic Law 98-01, and
it consists of a group of chambers that look after many issues of an administrative
nature, Within the framework of exercising its judicial powers, the State Council
was organized in the form of chambers divided into sections; each section
specialized in a type of dispute. Administrative.

First: Chamber and/or department sessions:

The chamber or department shall consist of a president and at least two
advisors, when the session is held, the governor of the state or one of his
assistants will attend to present oral requests, in addition to the court clerk, and
The President of the Council of State may preside over any chamber when
appropriate.

Similar to the Supreme Court, the State Council consists of chambers, and the
chambers are divided into sections. It currently consists of five chambers divided
Into sections, each section is specialized in a specific dispute, which are:
1-The First Chamber: The First Chamber is divided into three sections that are
responsible for adjudicating disputes as follows:

A- Section One and Section Three: These two sections decide disputes related
to public contracts.

B-Section Two: This section is concerned with settling disputes related to
housing and shops.

2-The Second Chamber: It is divided into two parts and is responsible for
adjudicating disputes of a financial and functional nature.

A-The first section: looks into tax disputes and disputes related to banks.

B-The second section: looks into disputes related to public employment.

3-The Third Chamber: This chamber is concerned with examining disputes
related to administation responsibility in its broad sense and reconstruction
disputes.

4-The Fourth Chamber: It consists of five rooms, and is specialized in
adjudicating all disputes related to real estate, and is divided into:



A - Section One and Section Four: They consider disputes related to
numbering, the real estate book, real estate survey, and real estate
investigation disputes that fall within the framework of Law No. 02/07,
as well as disputes related to registration and filing procedures.

B- The second section decides on cases related to expropriation for
public benefit and cases of infringement and seizure.
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Second: Sessions of combined chambers: If the State Council wants to make a
judicial decision that reflects a fundamental change in previously established
judicial jurisprudence, it shall be held in a formation of combined chambers, with
the necessity of taking into account the composition of the chambers, as the
combined chambers are composed of:
-President of the State Council

- vice president

- Heads of chambers

-Dean of Department Heads

- Rapporteur advisor

- In the presence of the governor of the state to submit his requests, as well as
the judge in charge of the registry as the registrant of the session when it is held.
