Introduction
• Social media has blurred the dividing line 

between the offline and the online space

• SNSs offer a rich field of study for socially oriented 

linguistics: novel and major form of 

communication that demands a thorough 

exploration (Seargeant and Tagg, 2014). They 

add, “of particular relevance to sociolinguistics, 

two fundamental social dynamics lie at the heart 

of social network site (SNS) use: 

1. Identity: the presentation of self (i.e. issues that 

pivot around notions of identity)

2. Community: the building and maintenance of 

networked relationships (i.e. issues relating to 

concepts of community)” 



Researching Social Media 

 Data collection in the online space requires thinking 

out of the traditional box: creative methods and 

measurements (Skitka and Sargis, 2006)  

 According to Androutsopoulos (2008):

a) the “first wave” of language-focused CMC 

research focused on the structural features of 

language that are shaped by new media and data 

was detached from its social and discursive 

context. 

b) the “second wave” shifted to pragmatic, 

sociolinguistic and discursive side of 
communication on the internet where data 

collection involves direct contact with users 
(surveys, interviews, and participant observation)

DCOE is set and defined by Androtsopoulos

(2008) as “the combination of methods …. 

[that] combines the systematic observation of 

selected sites of online discourse with direct 

contact with its social actors” (p.2)

Ethical Issues

“private” vs, “public”: 

 some sites are like magazines and TV shows = inherently public 

 some others are private (Garcia et al.)

Based on Mann & Stewart (2000): 

 1. Data can only be collected for specific, legitimate purpose. 

 2. Participants have access to materials collected about them. 

 3. My online profile will include information explicitly identifying me as a 
researcher with intent to monitor actions within the site. 

 4. Consent must be sought prior to any inclusion of materials in the manuscript 
/ dissertation. 

 5. Identities will be obscured through blurring photos and using pseudonyms 
(whenever required by the participants).



Recommendations

 Our students must cope with the current shift in sociolinguistics and 

be oriented towards social media lanuage-related studies

 DCOE must be implemented in the MTH courses syllabus 

 DCOE can be easily practised by the students = easy access to SNS 

& students’ mastery of these platforms

 More conferences and debates on social media language-related

research are recommended
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
