Principles in legal research

Activity one: translate into Arabic
Scientific research is the standard by which the extent of the development of
societies can be measured because it contributes to encouraging and developing
ideas. Therefore, legal research starts from a specific phenomenon or topic that
requires research, relying on a systematic basis and accurate quotation, taking
Into account scientific integrity and excluding plagiarism.

First: Definition of legal research.

Legal research can be defined as the use of information to reach solutions to the
problems that the legal researcher aims to answer through his reports and
research, this is done by reviewing the opinions of legal scholars and the extent of
agreement with the legislator’s point of view regarding regulating a particular
Issue, examining shortcomings and proposing alternatives, following up on
judicial work and the extent of its conformity with legal texts, as well as the
judge’s reference to the general principles of the law.

Second: The importance of quotation in legal research.

Quotation is when the researcher takes a text in its original form, whether
directly or through translation, Or by rephrasing the content and adding it to
another text that the researcher worked on. Ideas, statistics, images, and other
intellectual property may be included in the quotation, with the aim of
confirming, clarifying, or enriching, with the necessity of indicating the source of
the quotation.

The quotation is divided into a direct quotation and an indirect one; The direct
quotation means that the researcher literally conveys the information and places it
between two “brackets” (small brackets), and places a number above it, which is
the same number that he inserts in the margin, detailed information about the
source of the information is included, and a period is placed at the end of the page
number.

As for indirect quotation, the researcher takes the idea without taking the words
themselves that appeared in the original text, meaning that the researcher
formulates the quoted idea in his own language, words, and style, By
summarizing the quoted paragraph if it is large, or retaining some of the legal
terms included, especially those related to the concepts of the original author.




Third: Characteristics of authentic legal research.

The legal researcher must be characterized by a number of qualities in order to
produce legal research based on honesty, and to be a sound reference for those
who want the scientific aspect of legal research, Some of the characteristics can
be summed up as follows:
1-Scientific honesty: This is done by acknowledging the author of the quoted
idea, and accuracy in writing the footnotes so that the author of the idea can be
identified, otherwise this will be considered outside the scope of scientific
research in general or scientific plagiarism, Commitment to objectivity in
presenting ideas and presenting arguments that prompted the legal researcher to
adopt one opinion over another, staying away from relatively old references, and
not mentioning references in the list of references without relying on them in the
body of the legal research.

2- Possessing the academic qualities of legal research: Legal research should
be important and serious in terms of presenting ideas, by addressing legal
problems and serious topics that actually constitute concerns that appear during
legal, judicial and legislative practice, by showing shortcomings and proposing
alternatives that provide actual addition and not being satisfied with theory,
especially within the scope of the general principles of society.

3- Taking into account the methodological characteristics of legal research:
The legal researcher must take into account some details related to the
methodological aspects of his research, especially the title of the research, which
should be precise and far from generality, and its goal should be precisely clear,
far from randomness, With the necessity of developing a realistic problematic that
ultimately leads to tangible results, Constructive suggestions can be taken into
consideration in the event of legislative amendments.
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Activity two: translate into English
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Fourth: The dilemma of plagiarism.

The researcher must be honest in conveying information, away from
Plagiarism, which means: “Every work carried out by a student, research
professor, university hospital research professor, permanent researcher, or anyone
who participates in constant work to plagiarize and falsify results, or cheat in
scientific works claimed, or in any other scientific or pedagogical publications.”,
Plagiarism can vary depending on the use cases of the information.

Plagiarism that occurs by copying and pasting, through the literal transfer of
the phrase as it appeared in the original text, without indicating a quote from
its source.

Plagiarism by replacing words so that they appear to the reader as new
phrases that the researcher wrote himself without referring to the source.
Stealing the ideas of others by using the idea of another researcher who has
made an effort to root it and create it, taking into account not to confuse ideas
with special terminology, and returning to axioms that can not be attributed to
anyone.

Stealing the scientific method in legal research by following the same method
in which the legal research was written, even though what was written does
not match what was stated in the original text, this is considered a theft of the
logical thinking that the original researcher used in his research.
