Public Law

Public law is the set of legal rules that regulate relationships of any kind,
whenever the state is a party to it as it has authority and sovereignty. Public law
can be divided into external public law and internal public law.

External public law is public international law and its field of application is
outside the state, while internal public law consists of five branches:
1 - Constitutional law, 2 - Administrative law, 3 - Financial law, 4 - Penal law,

5 - Criminal procedure law .

1- Constitutional law: The constitution, or the basic law of the state, is
characterized by stability and supremacy. It is only amended on major
national occasions, and this only happens during long periods of time. It is
also superior to the rest of the laws, and no legal text can contradict the basic
principles of the constitution.

2- Administrative law: It is one of the branches of internal public law, which
IS not written. It consists of a set of advanced rules contained in various laws
and regulations that are concerned with organizing administrative work in
the state, coordinating the affairs of employees in public institutions, or
organizing the administrative management of the state.

3- Financial law: It is a set of legal rules that regulate the state’s general
budget in advance at the beginning of the fiscal year, by specifying the
various sources of public treasury revenues on the other hand, it shows the
expenses for the same fiscal year to provide goods and services to
individuals, especially in education, health, and others.

4- Penal law : A set of legal rules that determine the actions that are considered
crimes and the criminal penalty imposed on the perpetrators of those crimes.

5- Criminal Procedures Law : A set of legal rules that regulate the formation
and jurisdiction of various bodies that control crimes, investigate, file
lawsuits, legal methods of appeal, and implement judicial rulings.
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
