The most important library in Ségou is Al-amriya
library which contains over one thousand and seven
hundreds manuscripts many of them belong to Algeria
scientists (Tuats, Tlemceniens...etc). These mamiscri
also contain explanations and footnotes on Algewainks
which motivated us to make an inventory of these
manuscripts, categorize them and to show theintiargh.
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
