Administrative judicial bodies are divided into: public law judicial bodies,
which are the administrative courts and the State Council, in addition to other
bodies that adjudicate judicial disputes of an administrative nature other than the
administrative courts and the State Council.

First: Administartive judicial bodies that adjudicate

administrative disputes.

The constitution includes administrative judicial organization through Article
179 in its second paragraph, which stipulates: « The State Council represents the
body that evaluates the works of the administrative courts of appeal, the
administrative courts, and other bodies that adjudicate on administrative
matters ».

1-The State Council: A constitutional judicial institution that regulates the
work of administrative judicial bodies, It is subordinate to the judicial authority,
as stated in the text of Article Two of the law relating to the State Council,
amended by Organic Law 11-13, amended by Organic Law 22-11, which
guarantees the unification of administrative jurisprudence.

According to organic law, the State Council exercises two types of powers:

A- Advisory role : It consists of providing opinion and advice to the government
regarding draft laws, taking into account that this opinion is not binding on the
government, On the other hand, the government is committed to present the
draft law to the State Council.

B- Judicial role : The State Council can exercise its judicial duties in accordance
with Articles 9 and 10 of the Organic Law as a body of appeal and a body of
cassation :

e The jurisdiction of the State Council as an appellate body: The State

Council adjudicates on judicial judgements Issued by the Administrative Court

of Appeal of Algiers when it comes to adjudicating If it comes to adjudicating

cancellation actions and interpreting and assessing the legality of
administrative decisions issued by central administrative authorities, national
public bodies and professional organizations.

e The jurisdiction of the State Council as a cassation body: This is indicated
in Article 9 of the Organic Law of the State Council and also Article 901 of
the Civil and Administrative Procedures Law, where cassation appeals are
adjudicated on judgements issued finally by the administrative judicial

authorities, In addition to the cassation appeals granted to it under special
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texts, such as the Accounting Council Law and the Law Regulating the Legal
Profession.

2- Administrative courts : There are two types : courts of first instance and

courts of appeal.
A- Administrative courts of first instance: They are the first level of litigation
in administrative matter, It adjudicates cases in which the administration is a
party, with the exception of disputes assigned to other judicial bodies, the
number of which was increased pursuant to Executive Decree 22-435
specifying the regional jurisdiction of the administrative courts of appeal and
administrative courts to 58 courts of first instance.
B- Appellate Administration Courts: 6 Courts of Appeal were created
pursuant to Law 22-07 containing the judicial division, and their headquarters
are located in : Algiers, Oran, Constantine, Ouargla, Tamanghest, and Bechar,
executive decree 22-435 specified the territorial jurisdictions of these courts of
appeal.

Second : Other administrative judiciary bodies that adjudicate

administrative disputes.
Through the legal texts, three administrative judicial bodies can be identified:

1- Accounting Council : A constitutional institution in the Algerian legal
system, It was created in accordance with the 1976 Constitution, and the matter
was confirmed through the following constitutions, especially the 2020
Constitution, The law that organized it was Organic Law 80-05, then Law
90-32, and after that Order 95-20, In accordance with its administrative role, it
supervises the proper use of resources and funds by the bodies subject to its
supervision and makes recommendations at the end of its investigations
regarding the necessary measures to be taken, As for its judicial role, it is
through monitoring the submission of accounts and monitoring discipline in the
field of managing the public budget....

2- The National Appeal Committee for Disciplining Lawyers :

Stipulated in Law 13-07 regulating the legal profession, The disciplinary
decisions issued by the organization’s disciplinary council are appealed to the
organization.

3- The Supreme Judicial Council held in the form of a disciplinary

council :

A constitutional institution to guarantee the independence of the judiciary, in
accordance with Article 180 of the 2020 Constitution, It is headed by the
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President of the Republic, who can be assigned to head the President of the
Supreme Court, The Council is responsible for appointing and transferring
judges, working to respect the basic law of the judiciary and the discipline of
judges, and can issue disciplinary penalties for judges who violate their legal
duties.
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
